$30,000 second prize, and starting jackpots of $1 million. In addition to the
jackpot, more than 9,000 Vermont players also won prizes in Saturday’s drawing,

ranging from $2 to $150.

Earlier this year, a Vermont Lottery player also won the first Weekly Grand
jackpot, with an option of a $1,000 per week for 20 years, or a $600,000 lump sum

payment.
